Getting started is easy:

If your child already has a savings or checking account…
1. Go to www.schoolsavings.com and click Sign Up!, or the Enroll Your Student button.

2. Click Parent and first register yourself. Then,

3. Click My Students tab.

4. Click Add Student.  You will need the routing and transit number, account number, account type
5. Click Add Student, and continue adding the rest of your children.
*Call your bank or credit union if you don’t know where to find the information above. The routing number usually appears before the account number on preprinted deposit slips.
If your child needs a savings account…
Stop in at a branch of your favorite bank or credit union and open an account for your child. Many institutions offer No Fee and higher interest rates for young saver accounts. It’s also worth checking out banks that offer online accounts. Once you’ve opened an account, follow the steps above to register.

If your child is already participating at school, but you and your child would like to be able see their School Savings deposit history, participate in contests, set savings goals and update an online register…

1. Follow Steps 1-3 above.

2. Click Find My Student. You will need the account number and last deposit amount made at school. See your child’s most recent deposit receipt printed from school.
3. Click Find My Student
You should see your child’s name on the My Student tab. Click the icons on the left to modify information, see deposit history or access the savings register and goal setting.
